- Ecological rights and citizens participation in environmental protection and ecological development;  

- Ecology and Human Health;
- Ecology research and study opportunities for professionals and NGO activists.
The working languages of the conference are Russian and English. Translation will be provided for a key lecture and opening/closing speeches.
The conference organizers will assist with Turkmen visa and hotel arrangements. The Conference organizers do not cover travel, accommodation and meals expenses for participants from other countries than Turkmenistan.
