 THE ROLE OF PERMAFROST ECOSYSTEMS 
IN GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE

Dear colleagues,

In 2006 we meet 15 years since regular international investigations on climate change in the cryolithozone conducted by leading institutes of the Yakutian Scientific Center, Siberian Division of the Russian Academy of Sciences (Permafrost Institute and Institute for Biological Problems of Cryolithozone (IBPC SD RAS)).

At present, through the agency of a number of international organizations (Ministry of Education and Agriculture of Japan, Agency for the Environment of Japan, Agriculture Ministry of the Netherlands and the Science Commission of the European Union), a unique complex system has been set for regional, continental and global ecological monitoring TOWER NETWORK on the base of the scientific permafrost forest and tundra stations "Spasskaya Pad", 62º N 129°E and "Chokurdakh", 70°N 147°E of IBPC SD RAS.

Since 1991 the Institute for Biological Problems of Cryolithozone SD RAS conducts researches at the stations with 12 countries worldwide on international projects IGBP, GEWEX/GAME-Siberia, TCOS-Siberia and others. On the results of these researches, over 20 symposia and workshops abroad and 3 international conferences in Russia (1996, 2000, 2002) have been held, with more than 20 thematic issues published. Annual workshops in different countries (Yakutsk, 2004; Amsterdam, 2006) are already organized on the scientific theme of the forest scientific station "Spasskaya Pad" of IBPC SD RAS.
In August of 2006, Third International Scientific Conference is planned to be held in Yakutsk on the basis of IBPC's stations. The Conference topic includes the problems of dendrology and forest management, biodiversity and the roles of permafrost ecosystems in climate change.
